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Half Double Crochet Baby Blanket 
 
 

 

 
 
 
Chain to a length of 20”. 

Row 1: HDC in 2nd chain from hook and in each space to the end of the chain. Chain 1, turn. 

Rows 2 & all remaining rows: HDC in all HDC spaces of the previous row until you reach the end, CH 
1, turn. 

Continue until the blanket is square. Complete by bordering in SC all around, 3 SC in each corner. 
Multiple rounds can be crocheted if desired. Darn in remaining yarn ends.  

Variation: Work in bands of various colors, repeating various colors in widths as desired.

 3 ply yarn/sport weight  
 soft baby yarn 

pastel baby colors (no yellow) 
 
Needle/Hook:   
 Size H Hook 
 Darning needle 
 
Measurements/finished size:
